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1. Michaels Jacobs, Sr. Special Advisor, 10 DS

Michael Jacobs is Special Adviser to the UK Prime Minister with responsibility for environment, energy and climate change policy.  

From January 2004 to June 2007 he was a member of the Council of Economic Advisers at the Treasury, responsible for advising the then Chancellor of the Exchequer on the same set of issues.  

An economist, Michael Jacobs was formerly a consultant in environmental policy and management, a research fellow at the London School of Economics and at the Centre for the Study of Environmental Change, Lancaster University, and (from 1997-2003) General Secretary of the Fabian Society.  Prior to joining the Treasury his academic and policy work in the field of environmental economics and policy focused on environmental valuation, the policy application of sustainable development, the design of environmental taxation and other instruments of environmental policy, environmental innovation and growth, and the philosophy and politics of 'quality of life'.  His publications in these fields include The Green Economy: Environment, Sustainable Development and the Politics of the Future (Pluto Press, 1991), Greening the Millennium? The New Politics of the Environment (ed, Blackwell, 1997), and Environmental Modernisation: The New Labour Agenda (Fabian Society 1999).  His other publications include Paying for Progress: A New Politics of Tax for Public Spending (Fabian Society 2000), and Progressive Globalisation: Towards an International Social Democracy (Fabian Society 2003).  
2. Mr. Ross Jobber, Man. Director, Global Company Research, Deutsche Bank


Ross Jobber is a Managing Director at Deutsche Bank where he has worked for ten years. He is currently Deputy Head of Global Company Research, a department employing around 500 analysts worldwide. During his 20 years in the City he has worked primarily in a research role following a wide variety of technology-led small and medium sized listed companies across Europe.

Dr. Anthony White MBE is Managing Director of Market Development and Chairman of Advisory at Climate Change Capital. Tony has been involved in almost all aspects of the energy industry, ranging from renewable energy research through to strategy, finance, international development and policy. He was a founding member of the UK Government’s Energy Advisory Panel; a member of the National Grid’s Executive Committee; and Head of the European

Utility Research teams at Kleinwort Benson and Citigroup. This team was recognised by Extel in 2002 as being the world’s best sector team covering European Companies and also led the research for the privatisation of Enel, Endesa, MVV, REE, Snam and Enagas. He is a non-Executive Director of the New and Renewable Energy Centre at Blyth, a member of the UK Government’s Commission on Environmental Markets and Economic Performance and the High Level Stakeholder Group on the Built Environment. He also sits on the Advisory Boards of the UK Energy Research Centre and Sussex University’s Energy Group
4. Mr. Colin Scoins, director of Development, Generation, E.ON UK

Colin Scoins leads a team within E.ON UK which, together with colleagues from across the E.ON Group, is developing strategic generation projects including new CCGT plant, combined heat and power, supercritical coal with carbon capture and storage and new nuclear build.

After an early career as a civil engineer, he joined the company in 1989 and has since held a succession of roles developing, managing and divesting generation investments, both in the UK and overseas.

He holds an M.A. in Engineering Science from Brasenose College, Oxford, an M.B.A from Cranfield School of Management, and is a Member of the Institution of Civil Engineers.

5. Mr. Oscar Graff, CTO, Aker Clean Carbon

Oscar Graff has an MSc. In Chemical Enginnering. He has workedc in oil&gas industry since 1980, mainly larger projects. Since early 1990’s he has been involved in development of various CO2 technologies based in Kvaerner and later AkerKvaerner, now Aker Solutions. Under the establishment of Aker Clean Carbon he was appointred CTO for the company.
6. Mr.Leif Dons, COO, Sargas

Leif Dons has an MSc. From Norwegian Institute of Technology (NTNU), Faculty of General Science and Technical Physics, 1973. Mr. Dons has extensive operational, top management and board experience from the Norwegian and international oil and service industry and within business development and commercialization of new technologies. 6 years in Saga Petroleum, 5 years in Kværner, 7 years in Fred. Olsen Energy. More recently, he has served as non-executive board member in Callon Petroleum Company and Ener Petroleum ASA. He has since 2004 acted as C.O.O  in Sargas - a start-up technology company within clean power and energy.
7. Mr. Alastair Rennie, Project Director, Reneable and Green Energy, AMEC

Alastair Rennie is responsible for exploring & positioning AMEC for renewable energy work which is centred on the Power & Process Division in the UK.  The present focus is on the areas of carbon capture and storage, green hydrogen and marine energy. He moved to working in the Renewables area at the beginning of 2002 with initial support for wind work on Lynn and the Aberdeen offshore development.
The role tests the options of new and clean energy chains, such as conventional wind interfacing with wave power and hydrogen generation.  He is currently Chair of the UK Hydrogen Association and on the Board of the Carbon Capture and Storage Association.

Alastair came to this job after a career in managing offshore oil and gas facilities and sub-sea projects, civil engineering design and construction, and engineering management in the South Atlantic. 

Educated in Australia he started his career with Halcrow on Middle East port design work, then with BHP on coal development construction.  A scholarship MBA was followed by offshore underwater contracting, with three years as Director of Works for St Helena. He moved to AMEC in 1996 to lead large integrated services work for Shell and BP.  This was followed by work on supply chain management and bidding and leading a submarine berthing project for the MoD and later winning a programme management competition with them.
8. Mr. Olav Kårstad, Special Advisor, StatoilHydro

Olav Kaarstad has a MSc in chemical engineering and is currently a special advisor on CO2 –issues in StatoilHydro.

He has been working in the area of climate change mitigation technologies since 1989. During the mid 1990s he was instrumental in establishing the international research connected to the Sleipner CO2-injection project. He has been a long time member of the executive committee of the IEA Greenhouse Gas R&D programme as well as the MIT Global Change Programme and The North Sea Basin Task Force. He is the author of three books, the last of which is “Keeping the Lights on – Fossil Fuels in the Century of Climate Change” co-authored with Paul Freund.
9. Dr. Nils Røkke, Head of Gas Technology, SINTEF

Mr. Røkke Holds a PhD in combustion engineering from the Norwegian University of Technology from 1994. In the period 1994-1997 he worked in SINTEF as research manager combustion, then worked 4 years as Gas Turbine Design and Development Manager in Rolls Royce Marine then returned to SINTEF in 2002 as Vice President Gas Technologies and Director of the Gas Technology Centre NTNU-SINTEF.
